Abstract. The article provides data on the analysis of the development of the sanatorium and resort complex of
the Krasnodar Territory. The importance of rural, pilgrimage and ethnic tourism of the main directions of increasing the
competitiveness of the tourist market of the region is determined. Based on the analysed data, the authors identified the
potential for development, which made it possible to highlight the main directions for improving its competitiveness.

It was revealed that pilgrimage, ecological, rural and ethnic tourism can actively develop in the region due to the
fact that modern tourists are increasingly interested in the culture, traditions and customs of the region in which they come
to rest. However, in order to be able to obtain a positive effect from these segments of the tourism market in the future,
the leadership of the region needs to conduct systematic systematic support of these segments through specially developed
state and municipal programs; Strengthen the tourism infrastructure that would enable more active pilgrimage, environ-
mental, rural and ethnic tourism.
