TEXT 1
THE LIFE CYCLES OF PROJECTS

All organisms have a life cycle. They are born, grow, wane, and die. This is
true for all living things, for stars and planets, for the products we buy and sell, for
our organizations, and for our projects as well. A project’s life cycle measures
project completion as a function of either time (schedule) or resources (budget).
This life cycle must be understood because the PM’s managerial focus subtly shifts
at different stages of the cycle. During the early stages, the PM must make sure
that the project plan really reflects the wishes of the client as well as the abilities of
the project team and is designed to be consistent with the goals and objectives of
the parent firm.

As the project goes into the implementation stage of its life cycle, the PM’s
attention turns to the job of keeping the project on budget and schedule — or,
when chance interferes with progress, to negotiating the appropriate trade-offs to
correct or minimize the damage. At the end of the project, the PM turns into a
“fuss-budget” to assure that the specifications of the project are truly met, handling
all the details of closing out the books on the project, making sure there are no
loose ends, and that every “1” is dotted and “t” crossed.

Many projects are like building a house. A house-building project starts
slowly with a lot of discussion and planning. Then construction begins, and
progress is rapid. When the house is built, but not finished inside, progress appears
to slow down and it seemingly takes forever to paint everything, to finish all the
trim, and to assemble and install the built-in appliances. Progress is slow-fast-slow.
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It used to be thought that the S-shaped curve represented the life
cycle for all projects. While this is true of many projects, there are important
exceptions. Anyone who has baked a cake has dealt with a project that approaches
completion by a very different route than the traditional S-curve.

The process of baking a cake is straightforward.

There are many projects that are similar to cake backing — the production of
computer software, and many chemical engineering projects, for instance. In these
cases, the PM’s job begins with great attention to having all the correct project
resources at hand or guaranteed to be available when needed. Once the “baking”
process is underway — the integration of various sets of code or chemicals — one
can usually not add missing ingredients. As the process continues, the PM must
concentrate on determining when the project is complete — “done” in the case of
cake, or a fully debugged program in the case of software.

Management does not need to know the precise shape of the life cycle, but
merely whether its completion phase is concave or convex to the baseline.

MODERN MEANS OF COMMUNICATION

Connecting many computer networks and using common addressing system, the
Internet has been growing rapidly since its creation in 1983, radio, telephone and
cable television wires, satellites being used to deliver Internet services. By the mid-
1990s the Internet linked millions of computers throughout the world and it is sure
to be the most important commercial and popular means of communication
nowadays. The original uses of the Internet were electronic mail, file transfer,
bulletin boards and remote computer access. Having expanded considerably during
the 1990s, the World Wide Web enables users easily to examine the Internet sites and
now it is likely to have become the leading informational service of the Internet.

The first electronic transactions are supposed to have been handled in the 1950s due
to telex, radio-teletype and telephone. In the following decades various industries
elaborated upon the system of electronic data interchange before a simple and
independent of any particular machine standard was created. Since the mid-1990s
electronic commerce has become one of the most rapidly growing retail sectors
involving the use of computer telecommunication networks for maintaining business
relationships and selling information, services and commodities. Although e-
commerce usually refers only to the trading of goods and services over the Internet, it
actually includes broader economic activity such as business-to-consumer and
business-to-business commerce as well as internal organizational transactions that
support these activities.

A large part of e-commerce was transferred to the Internet after the first graphical
"browser" software for the access to the World Wide Web had been introduced in 1993
and when the number of companies and individuals using "on-line" had greatly
increased. In some fields new Internet retailers such as the Amazon bookseller
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company seem to have grown up overnight and begun successfully competing with
traditional retailers. Most of recently established companies are known to include the
electronic commerce in their business as well. For example, the Intel. Corporation
sold almost half of its chips in the annual computer sales directly through its Web site
in 1999 and is planning to move all of its sales to the Web by the end of 2000.

The further development of secure electronic transfer of sensitive information,
such as credit card numbers and electronic funds transfer orders, is certainly to be
essential to the continued growth of e-commerce. It is often necessary to ensure the
encrypting of Web purchase forms, many individuals also usually encrypting their e-
mail.

ELECTRONIC COMMERCE

Among the innovations that have contributed to the growth of e-commerce are
electronic directories and search systems for finding information on the Web;
software agents that act autonomously to allocate goods and services; and special
identifying services over the Internet. These intermediary services facilitate the sale of
goods (actually delivering the goods in case of information), the rendering of services
such as banking, ticket reservations, and stock market transactions, and even the
delivery of remote education and entertainment. Specialists consider electronic
auction sales and markets to be other rapidly developing parts of e-commerce. The
former offers a large variety of goods from computers and electronics to books,
recordings, automobiles and real estate, while the latter allows a buyer to choose
offers from many sellers. It is interesting that from its establishing in 1995, the
world's largest on-line open auction site, eBay, grew to more than 5 million members
by 1999.

Businesses often develop private intranets for sharing information and
collaborating within the company, these networks usually being isolated from the
surrounding Internet by special computer-security systems. Businesses also often
rely on extranets which are extensions of a company's intranet. Such extranets
allow portions of company's internal network to be accessible to collaborating
businesses, access to the ones being generally restricted through passwords.

One should mention some more important benefits of e-commerce. Due to its
development the role of geographic distance in forming business relationships is
being reduced. If you were interested in the beginning of a retail business, it would
be relatively inexpensive to start a retail Web site. Some traditional businesses are
being replaced by their electronic equivalents or are being made entirely useless.
Having published fare information and enabled ticketing directly over the Internet,
airlines have greatly decreased the role of traditional agencies. Prices of
commodity products are generally lower on the Web and it results not only from
the lower costs of doing electronic business but also from the ease of comparison
shopping in cyberspace. A new form of collaboration known as a virtual company
is flourishing now. This type of company is actually a network of firms, each
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performing some of the processes needed to manufacture a product or deliver a
service.

SOURCES OF FINANCE

For the well-established firm, the most obvious source of finance is its own
profits. Instead of paying out all its profits to its shareholders, the firm can retain
some within the business. Using retained profits in the business is described as
“ploughing back the profits”. It is an important source of finance for the larger
firm.

In the case of a very small firm, the necessary money will be provided by the
proprietor and his family and friends with, perhaps, a loan from the local bank.

Loans can be short-term and long-term ones. Short-term loans are usually
repayable within three years. Many such loans are for periods of one year or less.
The sources of loans are as follows: overdrafts, bills of exchange, trade credits,
hire purchases and leasing.

A bank overdraft is the most widely used type of short-term finance. The
bank allows the company to overdraw its account by some agreed amount. Interest
is charged by the bank only on the amount overdrawn. It is one of the cheaper
forms of borrowing.

Bills of exchange enable the company to obtain short-term finance from a
bank or discount house where they send bills of exchange for discounting.

Trade credits are quite normal in business. They are often granted by the
sellers allowing the buyers to pay in some time.

A firm may acquire some equipment such as cars, lorries, office equipment
and some type of machinery on hire-purchase terms. It makes a deposit and pays
the outstanding amount by installments over two or three years. Ownership passes
to the buyer when the final installment is paid.

INSURANCE RISKS, LIFE AND INDUSTRIAL ASSURANCE

A great variety of risks can nowadays be covered by insurance. Some of the
commoner risks which are usual for businesses and private individuals are as
follows:

the destruction of property by fire, losses arising from burglary or other
causes, goods in transit, motor vehicles, third party claims arising out of accidents.

In Great Britain insurance business is conducted by insurance companies.
The client or the prospective insured first approaches the insurance broker who
then puts the client in touch with the insurer.

The insurer issues an insurance policy for the insured. It is a document
setting out the exact terms and conditions of the insurance transaction.

One of the main branches of insurance is life assurance. It is a comparatively
recent type of insurance.
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Life assurance is different from all other branches of insurance. In the case
of life assurance the risk is certain to occur sooner or later. The only uncertainty is
the time of occurrence.

There are two types of life assurance:

- endowment

- whole life assurance

Endowment assurance is provided for a specified number of years or until the
attainment of a certain age. The sum assured is paid either at the agreed time or on
the death of the assured.

Whole life assurance is less popular. The premiums must be paid to the assurer
until the death of the insured.

Industrial assurance is a branch of life assurance. Industrial assurance policies
are usually for small amounts. The premiums are collected weekly by the
company’s agents.

BUSINESS PLAN

The Business Plan is probably the most important document that any
company can have and yet it is also the least well known or used. Without a
Business Plan, it is very difficult to succeed in business. These days it is almost
impossible to obtain any form of financial assistance from a bank without a fully
worked-out Business Plan.

A Business Plan usually starts with an executive summary which gives the
main points and conclusions of the plan so that a reader might be given the “gist”
of the Business Plan very quickly without having to read everything.

Then a description of the company usually comes. It says how the company
began, what it is called and what it is in business to do. Many companies find it
useful to have a written “mission statement” so that everyone — inside or outside
the business — knows what it is trying to do.

This section may also contain descriptions of such things as the company’s
recruitment policy with respect to the suppliers of services and components. It is
also wise to mention the location of the company and to explain why it was located
in that particular place and whether it has gained any benefits from it. Location is
very important for most businesses.

Then comes a section of the management. Banks and other lenders will need
to understand the quality and experience of the management of the company. This
section will contain details of the names, ages, experience and qualifications of the
management.

Many Business Plans also contain a section of products and pricing. This
section describes the products and services which the company offers.
